	Space, space rocket, Moon, helmet, Baby Bear, space boots, teddy, chimney, night, owl, aeroplane, stars, clouds, rain, bath. 

	Resources:
	Space Backpack Activity, scissors, glue, large paper, felt-tip pens, copy of ‘Whatever Next!’ by Jilly Murphy.

	Adult Role(s): 

	· Start the lesson by reading the children the story ‘Whatever Next!’ 
· When finished, discuss what the children can remember about the story. Where was Baby Bear going? What did he take with him? What did he do when he got to the Moon?
· Focus the discussion on what Baby Bear took with him. On a large sheet of paper, draw the things the children remember Baby Bear taking with him: teddy, food for the journey, space boots and space helmet. 

· Ask the children why Baby Bear needed to take these things with him. Why did he take the teddy? Why did he take some food? What would have happened if he didn’t take his boots with him or didn’t wear his space helmet? 

· Explain to the children that we need different objects to help us complete different tasks. Ask them what we would need to see in the dark/to keep us warm/ to stop us from being hungry/ to help us if we were lost.
· Next, explain to the children that they are going on a mission to the Moon, just like Baby Bear did! Tell the children that they will need to pack their space backpack before they go. 

· Using the Space Backpack Activity, children should use the pictures to choose the things they want to take into space and talk about why they would take those objects. The children can draw their own pictures if they would like to take different things with them. 

· Once the children have packed their backpack they can share what they would take with the group. 



	Differentiation/Opportunities for Challenge:

· Some children could attempt to label the items they are going to take into space.

· Give some children a challenge to complete - Use the Moon Challenge Cards when they get to the Moon and see if they would need to take anything different in their space backpack to help them complete the challenge.

	Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision:

· Using the Moon Dough Recipe and Mat, allow children time to explore and create different things with the dough.

· Provide children with black paper and white chalk and ask them to create a night-time picture of the sky. They should think about what they see when they look out of the window at night, just like Baby Bear did.
