	Floating and Sinking Experiment

	Learning Intention:
	Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar 

world such as the place where they live or the natural world (UW:TW:30-50)

	Key Questions:
	Key Vocabulary:

	What can you tell me about this object?

Can you predict what will happen?

	Float, sink, heavy, light, water, sea, record, label.

	Resources:
	Float or Sink Table, Float or Sink Display Banner, Floating and Sinking Sorting Sheets, various objects to test, clip boards, pencils.

	Adult Role(s):

	· First begin by showing the children the floating or sinking picture. Ask them if they can tell you about the different objects.  Encourage the children to talk about the position of the different objects in the water and the reasons behind this.
· Use this to assess their existing knowledge of floating and sinking.

· Explain that the heavy objects have sunk to the bottom of the sea and the lighter objects have floated on top of the sea. Ensure that the children understand the words float and sink.
· Explain that you have lots of objects to test to find out whether they float or sink.

· Give the children the opportunity to explore the objects, allowing them to pick them up to compare the weight of the different objects. 

· When the children have explored the objects, give each child a clip board with a recording sheet on. Look at the recording sheet together and explain how it will be used. 

· Select the first object from the collection and ask the children to think about what will happen when it is placed in the water.
· Pass the object around the children and ask them to make predictions to the group.  Ask children for the reasons behind their predictions.

· Choose a child to put the object in the water and ask the children what they can see. Encourage the children to use the vocabulary float and sink.
· Ask the children why they think the object has floated/sunk?  Did it support their predictions?

· Support the children to record the result on their sheet.

· When all of the objects have been tested ask the children to look at their sheet and tell you some of the objects that floated. Ask them why they think all of those objects floated.  Repeat this with the objects that sank.

	Differentiation/Opportunities for Challenge:

· When recording on the floating and sinking table it may be appropriate for some children to draw pictures, whilst others may label pictures or simply write the name of the object.
· Some children may benefit from simply sorting the materials onto the Floating and Sinking Sorting Sheets, rather than recording onto the table.

	Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision:

· Place the objects, or similar objects in the water area, along with laminated Floating and Sinking Sorting Sheets, to encourage children to further investigate floating and sinking during their child-initiated learning.

	Opportunities for Observation and Assessment:

	PS&ED: Making Relationships

	(30-50) Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.
(40-60) Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say.

	(40-60) Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.

	(30-50) Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.

	C&L: Speaking

	(30-50) Beginning to use more complex sentences to link thoughts (e.g. using and, because).
(30-50) Uses talk to connect ideas, explain what is happening and anticipate what might happen next, recall and relive past experiences.

(30-50) Uses intonation, rhythm and phrasing to make the meaning clear to others.

(30-50) Builds up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of their experiences.

(40-60) Uses talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events.

	PD: Moving and Handling

	(30-50) Holds pencil between thumb and two fingers, no longer using whole-hand grasp. 

(30-50) Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control.
(40-60) Shows a preference for a dominant hand. 

(40-60) Begins to use anticlockwise movement and retrace vertical lines. 

(40-60) Begins to form recognisable letters. 

(40-60) Uses a pencil and holds it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

	L: Writing

	(40-60) Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together. 

(40-60) Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet. 

(40-60) Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds correctly and in sequence. 

(40-60) Writes own name and other things such as labels, captions.

	(40-60) Orders two items by weight or capacity.

	(30-50) Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects.
