	Topic/Theme:
	Spring, Flowers, Plants and Growing

	Resources:

Real daffodils for observation

Real daffodils that can be taken apart (e.g. those that are wilting and aren’t going to grow anymore)

Sticky back plastic

Sticky tape
Scissors



	Activity:


	· Prepare the activity by laying out a large sheet of sticky back plastic and taping it down on your surface so that the sticky part is facing upwards.

· Cut out and laminate the daffodil templates.

· Show the children the real daffodils and talk about the different parts – the stalk, leaves, petals and the trumpet.

· Count how many petals there are altogether.

· Using either parts of a real flower that you have taken apart or using the cut-outs provided, the children can make their own daffodils on the sticky back plastic.

· If using real flower parts, explain to the children that they shouldn’t usually pick or damage flowers.
· Remind the children to be careful when they lay the parts onto the sticky back plastic because once they are stuck down, they won’t come off and can’t be moved around.

· Can the children put on the right number of petals?

	(30-50) Focusing attention – still listen or do, but can shift own attention.

	(16-26) Understands simple sentences (e.g. ‘Throw the ball.’)
(22-36) Understands more complex sentences, e.g. ‘Put your toys away and then we’ll read a book.’

(22-36) Understands ‘who’, ‘what’, ‘where’ in simple questions (e.g. Who’s that/can? What’s that? Where is.?).

(30-50) Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.

	C&L: Speaking

	(16-26) Beginning to put two words together (e.g. ‘want ball’, ‘more juice’).

(16-26) Uses different types of everyday words (nouns, verbs and adjectives, e.g. banana, go, sleep, hot).

(22-36) Uses language as a powerful means of widening contacts, sharing feelings, experiences and thoughts.

	M: Numbers

	(16-26) Says some counting words randomly.
(22-36) Selects a small number of objects from a group when asked, for example, ‘please give me one’, ‘please give me two’.

(22-36) Recites some number names in sequence.

(30-50) Uses some number names and number language spontaneously.

(30-50) Uses some number names accurately in play.

(30-50) Recites numbers in order to 10.

(30-50) Knows that numbers identify how many objects are in a set.

(40-60) Counts up to three or four objects by saying one number name for each item.

(40-60) Counts out up to six objects from a larger group.

	UtW: The World

	(16-26) Explores objects by linking together different approaches: shaking, hitting, looking, feeling, tasting, mouthing, pulling, turning and poking.

(30-50) Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place where they live or the natural world.

(30-50) Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects.

(30-50) Shows care and concern for living things and the environment.
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
